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getting here

From Interstate 5 to the southern entrance of campus take the La Jolla Village Dr. exit
and turn (west) onto La Jolla Village Dr. Take the Gilman Dr. exit and turn right onto
Gilman Dr. which will bring you onto the campus. A Visitor Information center marks
this entrance. You can purchase a parking permit from the express permit dispensing
machine, get a campus map, and receive directions from attendants. Note: parking
permits are not required on the main campus on weekends in unrestricted spaces.

where to park

Parking is always available at UCSD. However, during
peak hours open spaces may be found mostly in
peripheral lots. When school is in session, these lots
are served by Transportation and Parking Services’
extensive free shuttle system.

» Weekend parking is free on the main campus in
unrestricted spaces (red, green, and yellow) as well
as in metered spaces.

» Weekdays, parking meters are available throughout
campus at a rate of 25 cents per 15 minutes. For
longer stays, purchase a Day permit ($6), valid in
staff and student green and yellow spaces, or
Evening permit ($3), valid after 4:30p.m. in all
unrestricted spaces.

* You may purchase your permit from:

+ An express permit dispensing machine at two
Visitor Information Center locations:
on Gilman Dr.- just north of La Jolla Village Dr.,
or North Point Dr.- just east of N. Torrey Pines Rd.

+ The Gilman Parking Office on the Russel Ln. side
of the Gilman Parking Structure (7a.m.- 5:30p.m.
Monday-Friday).

+ Permits may also be purchased inside the UCSD
Bookstore or from their website
(bookstore.ucsd.edu/parkingpermits.htm)

« If you attend numerous evening activities, the
Quarterly Night Permit ($38) may suit your parking
needs best (available only at the Gilman Parking
Office). It is valid in student yellow spaces at
3p.m. and after 4:30p.m. (and weekends at
Scripps Institution of Oceanography) in all
unrestricted spaces.
